Visiting
Parents are welcome on the ward at any time, brothers 
and sisters are also welcome however, they remain 
your responsibility and will not be cared for by the ward 
staff. Other visitors are welcome during the day between 
10am and 8pm. Please limit the number of visitors to 2 
or 3 by the bedside at a time.
PLEASE DO NOT BRING ANYONE ONTO THE WARD
 WHO HAS A COUGH OR COLD OR OTHER
 INFECTIOUS ILLNESS, eg. Diarrhea.

If your child is unwell or has been in contact with an 
infectious illness (eg. Chickenpox) within the last 6weeks please let the ward know before you attend as it may be necessary to rearrange your admission.

Going Home
Before you leave the ward you will be given an 
information sheet about what you should look out for. 
Unless you are told otherwise your child should be fit to 
return to nursery/school after 2 or 3 days.

Now that your child is on the waiting list for cardiac catheterisation you, or your child, may have questions about the hospital stay or the procedure itself.

We have enclosed some information which we think you will find helpful, but please contact us if you would like to arrange a visit to the ward.
Getting to Hospital
By car – map enclosed. Limited parking is available in 
the pay and display car park over the road from the 
Jubilee Building. You do not need to purchase a ticket 
when bringing your child to stay on the ward. Place the 
notice provided in the windscreen and speak to the ward 
clerk on arrival.

By train- Leeds city station is approximately 15 minutes 
walk away (up a gentle hill). There is a free bus service 
from the front of the station to the front of the Jubilee 
Building, this takes about half an hour.

NB. The free bus does not run on a Sunday.

Can I claim my travel expenses?
If you receive family credit, income support, income 
based job seeker’s allowance, working tax credit, 
disability working allowance, or have an exemption 
certificate HC2 or HC3 the hospital finance department 
will be able to either fully or partially reimburse your 
public transport fares or car mileage(please note taxi 
fares will not be reimburse). Expenses can only be 
claimed for bringing your child into, or taking him/her 
home from hospital. No other journeys eg. visiting if you 
are not resident, will be covered.
You will need to have appropriate benefit documentation 

with you.

Useful information for your child’s stay
Length of stay

It is difficult to be exact but a stay of one or two nights is usual for a cardiac catheterization.

Parent’s accommodation
We will do our best to provide some form of accommodation; unfortunately there is only room on the ward for one parent  per child to stay overnight.
Food and Drink
Your child will be fed on the ward and squash, water etc is always available. We have a small sitting room on the ward for parents where you can make a drink (remember to bring tea/coffee etc with you). Parents 

can use the staff canteen in Clarendon Wing, or buy sandwiches from the shops on B floor in the Jubilee Building. 

What to bring with you for your child
Night clothes/toiletries/any favourite toy or comforter (please ensure these are clearly labeled)/any medicines your child usually takes.

You may want to bring your own bottles and teats if your baby is fussy about changing to a different kind.
You do not need to bring nappies  as we can supply these.
Pain
After the procedure your child may feel some discomfort around the area used for the catheter, there may also be some bruising. Paracetamol (Calpol) may be used to alleviate this.
